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o Laying out the J-Boxes:

To determine J-Box location and layouts, refer to the Layout Diagram on page 4.
Accurate placement and alignment of J-Boxes in very important.

Once drywall is installed only a small amount of ajdustabiliy is possible!
Do not expect the studs/joists to be aligned, especially on runs over 8 feet.
Use your laser level! J-Boxes must be in line, plumb and level! >
Secure J-Box to structure. Be sure to account for drywall thickness.
Front of J-Box should be mounted just shy of finished drywall surface.

9 Installing the Remote Ballast Housing:

Mount Remote Ballast Housing to a location that is accessible after installation.
Maximum distance from Rail to a standard ballast is 14".

Maximum for dimming ballast is 7'. Include Arm length in calculation.

Connect J-Box to Remote Ballast Housing with conduit (not provided).

Rigid or flexible conduit may be used depending on local code requirements.
Secure Mounting Plate to J Box using provided screws.

Do not install Vode Wire Harness at this time.

Do not connect line voltage power at this time.

NOTE: 1 Ballast for each lamp. Do not use 2
lamp wiring for remote ballast application.

9 Connecting Wire Harness and Ballast:

AFTER drywall has been installed:

Insert Wire Harness through Arm Mounting Bracket as shown.

Pull Wire Harness from J-Box to Remote Ballast Housing.

Leave 1” plus length of arm (example: 12" arm + 1" = 13”) hanging out of J-Box.
Use the Viode Wire Harness provided. Vode DOES NOT recommend using
installor-supplied wire for Ballast to Rail connection.

Make lamp and line voltage connections to Ballast.

@ Installing Lamps & Adjusting the Rail:
IMPORTANT: Use only T5 lamps in the correct wattage! See lable inside of Rail.

Install Lamps.
